Manual Check for Embedded Fonts

This is a suggested manual process which allows Adobe Acrobat users to check for font embedding, the single biggest obstacle to pdf file compliance with IEEE specifications:

1) Print the file to disk. This will cause Acrobat to try to assign fonts to all the fonts in the document.
2) Go to Document Properties / Fonts
3) Click on the "list all font" button
4) In the Font Info panel the first column gives the original font name and the second gives the font type (i.e., Type 1 or TrueType). The third column is not relevant to this check. In the fourth column ("Used Font"), it should say "Embedded Subset". The fifth column ("Type") must match the second column.
